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Guillermo Marigliano began studying guitar particularly at age 14, and soon became part of various rock 

bands with which he performed until 1991 in the underground circuit of Capital and Greater Buenos 

Aires. In 1992 he made his first professional recording: an album for the company Leader Music, and 

performed a series of concerts in his City, around the country, Chile and Uruguay. 

His musical studies continued at the ITMC (Technological Institute of Contemporary Music) with a fresh-

man guitar course, and a sophomore one of arrangements and composition where he widened his know-

ledge of other styles (jazz, blues, bossa nova, etc.). After that, in the year '93, he began studying with 

Francisco Rivero mastering his knowledge in the area of jazz and improvisation. In '94 convenes musi-

cians to set up his first musical project of jazz- fusion (Hora Zero), performing in different parts of the city 

of Buenos Aires. He also participates in different projects with other musicians like Pablo Porcelli, Hora-

cio Banegas, Francisco Rivero, Jazz 4, Ricardo Pellican, Patan Vidal, Debora Dixon (Blacanblues), Jorge 

Cutello, Jorge " Black " Gonzalez, Rafael Nasta, Alambre Gonzalez, Daniel Volpini, Juan Pollo Raffo, Mar-

celo Roascio, Andres Pellican y Alejandro Moro among others. 

He was lined up in the Festival de Jazz Pinamar editions 2004, 2005, 2006 and 2007. Also in the Festi-

val de Jazz Villa Gesell, editions 2005, 2006, 2007. Jazz Festival of Santa Fe and the annual Jazz Festi-

val endorsed by Metrovias. International Jazz Festival of Buenos Aires 2007, with Francisco Rivero's 

group "The Swingteto". Guitar Festival "Wicked Guitar " with Rafael Nasta, Wire Gonzalez, Marcelo Roas-

cio, Miguel Vilanova, Paul Dourge, Javier Vinas and Hugo Mendez. Festival de Jazz de Lujan 2011. Ciclo 

del fondo nacional de las Artes 2011. 

Guillermo is currently engaged in teaching, especially in the area of jazz. He teaches at the ITMC 

(Technological Institute of Contemporary Music) in the chairs of Improvisation, Chord Melody and Harmo-

ny. He also conducts Guitar Workshops in educational establishments within the country during concert 

tours. 

Since the year 2010, he is part of Pablo Porcelli Ensamble and Daniel Volpini Fusión Trio line ups. He 

also performs since 2001 with his own band, òGuillermo Marigliano Quartet & Trioó developing a reper-

toire of jazz standards and their own songs in the most prominent clubs of the local jazz scene. 

During 2012, he records and edits his second CD: òACUARELAó (WATERCOLOUR) through the label PAI 

and distributed by Sitemusic. Guillermo's artistic activity during 2012 was developed through concerts 

and master classes in the city of Buenos Aires and the interior of the country. 

In March 2013, Guillermo Marigliano was invited to participate in the International Jazz Festival II in 

Armenia, Colombia, which was organized by the University of Quindio and the local branch of the Alliance 

Français. In April 2013, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Argentina declared his presence in Foreign 

shows as "Performances of High interest Artistic and Cultural".

The University of Quindio (Armenia, Colombia) and the local branch of the Alliance Français repeat their 

invitation to Guillermo for the International Jazz Festival II in Armenia, scheduled between March 10 - 11 

and 12, 2014. This time, in addition to his artistic performances, Guillermo is going to issue a series of 

workshops and clinics.

Guillermo Marigliano has recorded three solo albums, the first in 2008 "BopCity" with typical instru-

ments and sound of jazz quartet (guitar, bass, drums and sax). 

The cd covers jazz classics with original arrangements as "Freigth Trane", "I'll Remember April", the 

beautiful ballad "How Long Has This Been Going On", the classic Charlie Parker "Scarpple From The 

Apple" and more. Also the cd includes two original songs "Bopcity" which gives its name to the cd and 

"Six Rooms". 

All the music was performed and recorded with a classic sound that reflects the decade of the 60 

'and sounds of guitarists Jim Hall, Jimmy Raney and Tal Farlow, among others. 

The second album "Acuarela", released in 2013 and contains all original compositions and arrange-

ments, making a fusión between jazz, funk, soul and other world rhythms. 

The third album , òParallel Realityó, represents the artist  evolution in composition and improvisation, 

the cd contains eight new tracks that creates the sound "Argentinian Fusion Music" as the artist calls 

his style whose compositions are based on Argentinian,South American and world rhythm keys.
